Weather contingency: September 19, 2021
EVENT
The River Run has become a favorite “to do” around the buoys event giving sailors an opportunity to exhibit their navigation skills. True to its name the race will start and finish in Eastchester Bay with a short sojourn under the Throggs Neck bridge and into the East River and towards North Brother Island. The date is selected to have an aiding current in both directions with slack tide calculated to occur at the turning mark. This is planned as a fun, laid-back, short to medium distance race depending on the wind conditions. After racing come to the Club to enjoy light refreshments and hear the race results.

The River Run will be non-spinnaker, single race for one or more divisions sailing short to medium distances.
The organizing authority is the Harlem Yacht Club.

SCHEDULE AND LOCATION
The races take place September 18 with a weather contingency of September 19. The starting area will be in Eastchester Bay, in the vicinity of “CL”.
The start time for the race is predicated upon the anticipated currents for the East River with the plan of having down river current to the turning mark and up-river current returning to Eastchester Bay. On Saturday the first warning signal will be no earlier than 1130. Should the race be held on the contingency rain date, Sunday the 19th, the first warning signal will be no earlier than1200.

The decision to race on Saturday or to invoke the alternate race date will be no later than 0900 Saturday September 18. The RC will endeavor to notify entrants via text.  However should there be any uncertainty than call 201 220 9117 for clarification.

A brief skippers meeting will be held the day of the race on the front entry of the club starting promptly at 1015 for the benefit of skippers new to HYC racing. Race documents, NOR, SI and charts, will be available online so please download copies. The scratch sheet will be available at skippers meeting and will be announced on VHF channel 71.

ELIGIBILITY
The series is open to all yachts having PHRF rating of 240 or less. The Race Committee will assign provisional PHRF ratings to those boats without YRALIS PHRF certificates. A one design division will be established for three or more entries.
All yachts are required to have a working VHF radio capable of communicating on VHF channel 71.

RULES
Racing will be governed by: The rules, as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2021-2024
The US SAILING Prescriptions to the rules do not apply, except the prescriptions to rules 61.4, 67 or 76.1. The first two sentences of rule 44.1 are changed to: ‘A boat may take a One-Turn Penalty when she may have broken one or more rules of Part 2 or rule 31 in an incident while racing. However, when she may have broken one or more rules of Part 2 while in the zone around a mark other than a starting mark, her penalty shall be a Two-Turns Penalty.’ 


DIVISIONS
Yachts will be assigned to divisions based on a combination of PHRF rating and racing experience. All divisions are non-spinnaker. Divisions splits and designations will be specified on the scratch sheet.

REGISTRATION AND FEES
Registration is available on line by e-mailing the completed registration form attached to this NOR to river@hyc.org.  Late registration will be accepted at the skippers meeting.  Skippers are encouraged to register prior to Thursday September 16 before 1900. 
The entry fee is $25.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing instructions, division designations and initial scratch sheets will be available no later than 1700 on September 17. Thereafter the scratch sheets are subject to change as late entry yachts may choose to participate.

COURSES
Courses may use government marks, Big Tom Racing marks and dropped marks, signaled from the committee boat. 

SCORING
PHRF divisions will be scored using time-on-time based on a time correction factor (TCF) derived using the formula TCF = 600/(480+PHRF).

AMENDMENTS
 Any additions or changes to the NOR or Sailing Instructions will be posted at the Club by 1200. 

AWARDS
Trophies will be awarded at the Harlem Awards event to be held after the racing season. The Rear Commodore’s Trophy will be awarded to the HYC yachts with the best corrected time in each division.
